2. The above amount is in accordance with the instructions issued by the Ministry of Finance 
(Plan Finance Division) vide their O.M. Bo. 10(1) PF-1/76 dated 22January, 1977 as amended from 
time to time. 

3. The Grant-in-aid now sanctioned is provisional and is subject to adjustment on the basis of 
audited figures of expenditure in terms of Ministry of Finance, Department of Expenditure, and letter 
No. 2 (90) —P-II/66 dated 9.10.1966 as amended from time to time. 

4. The expenditure shall be incurred in respect of Plan heads of Accounts under the provision of 
GFR-20 1 7/Receipts and Payments Rules 1983 and for the purpose for which it was sanctioned as 
clearly specified in para (1).

6. As per para no. 16 of guidelines of Department of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance, Govt. of 
India issued vide O.M. no. 1(13)PFMSIFCD/2020 dated 23.03.2021, States/UTs may follow the 
procedure for release of funds under the Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS). 

7. The Grant-in-aid shall be followed other terms and condition contained in GFR-2017 and the 
instructions issued by the Government of India, as amended from time to time. The State 
Government shall not make any changes in allocations or re-appropriations among different 
components / activities without approval of the Ministry of AYUSH, Government of India. 

8. The State Government shall utilize the grants-in-aid in accordance with the Framework of 
Implementation and operational Guidelines of National AYIJSH Mission and submit the actual 
Utilization Certificate of this grant within twelve months of the closure of the financial year in the 
prescribed GFR 12- C format along with the audited statement of accounts, expenditure 
statement, Achievement-cum-Performance Report, Other relevant document as applicable & 
Statement of fund position, showing unspent balance, funds released as advance, interest 
earned on unspent balance as and when due and Taxation shall be applicable as per Laws. State 
Government will be under obligation to update progress status to this Ministry periodically. 

9. It is certified that the amount of grant sanctioned above is within the budget provision 
accepted for the purpose by the Ministry of Finance for the financial year 2021-22. The funds 
released shall be utilized within 12 months from the date of issue of this sanction. Further, next 
installment will be released as per pam no. 12 of that instruction dated 23.03.2021.
